
 
4.3.1 -- STUDENT DISCIPLINE -- GENERAL STATEMENT OF JURISDICTION   
 
Student Discipline  
 
A student may be suspended, expelled or otherwise disciplined for immorality, refractory conduct, 
insubordination, and other infractions of the Student Conduct Behavior Code, or other conduct that 
would tend to impair the discipline of the school or harm the other pupils, regardless of whether the 
student’s conduct occurs on or off campus and during or between school terms and regardless of 
whether a specific prohibition of the conduct is contained in the student handbook.  
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
